MASSIMILIANO CAMELLINI was born in Venice (Italy) on 1964, and currently lives at Cadelbosco di Sopra, near Reggio Emilia, Italy. Since 1995 started to approach a research photography, dedicating himself mainly to reportage works, such as Ritratti in Vendita, shown in some one-man exhibitions in Italy.

Oltre le Gabbie, work terminated on 2001, edited together with a text written by Charles-Henri Favrod, is exhibited firstly at Palazzo Bentivoglio, Gualtieri (Reggio Emilia), subsequently is included in collective exhibitions, as Le Bestiaire: parcours dans la collection du CRP, Centre Regional de la Photographie Nord-pas-de-Calais (Francia), MAMAC (Musée d'Art Moderne et Contemporain) of Liege, Belgium, within the 4° Biennal of Photography and Visual Arts, titled Chassez le naturel. The subject work on May 2005 is object of a personal exhibition at the Museum of History of Photography of Krakow (Poland). 

The following work, I Volanti, terminated on 2003, is dedicated to the flyers of the circus, represents the first step of a research of the artist leading to reveal, in our times, traces and witnesses of those instincts and dreams eternally living and present, unconsciously or not, inside the human soul. The work was exposed at Pieve di Cento (Bologna, Italy), in the Museum of Contemporary Arts "G. Bargellini", participates to collectives exhibition organized by the Musée de la Photographie à Charleroi (Belgium) on 2003, by the Maison Européenne de la Photographie (Paris) on 2004, and the work was included in Fotonoviembre 2007, the Biennale of Photography in Tenerife (Canarias Islands).

The subsequent work whose has been edited the same titled book, Duel, is the second step of the research on instincts and dreams of mankind, dedicated to challenge and duel; it is firstly exhibited at Palazzo Calcagni (Reggio Emilia) on March 2006, and in October 2006 is exhibited inside the Olimpic Village of Turin during the Fencing World Championship 2006, and in italian galleries in Rome, Torino and Milano.

About Massimiliano Camellini were written several press reviews by italian and european magazines of photography and arts, such as Mythos, Fotocult, View Photography Magazine. On 2008 he cooperated with the Italian Editor Titivillus in realizing the photographic section of the book “M/T Moby Prince”.
Recently, he is working about a new consistent project, titled “Anxiety to creation”, dedicated to the ancient wish to re-create the human creature, from Prometeus to Frankenstein.
His photographs are included in the permanent collections of many institutions dedicated to photography and contemporary art worldwide.
