Technology. What is it? Or, as Sherry Turkle, Director of the MIT Initiative on Technology and Self, puts it, “The question is not what technology is doing for us but what technology is doing to us”. 
How do we extricate ourselves from the fractured passivity of post-modernism? I believe the way forward is to re-materialise the object, and in my practise this object is a technological one. Until we re-engage with the external world through the here-now reality of advancing technology we will never be able to step into the future unafraid. 

To deny the object is to deny the existence of an experiential world. It is a hiding away of/from the physical, from the vulnerability of the flesh, the fragility of life. It is to hide away in ethereal thought and build a dangerous dependence on the (non-existent) immutability of ideas.  

To place the object in the forefront is to place trust again in the reality of the external world. To make immersive technological artwork is to share this confidence with others as a way of regaining a sense of hope for the future and the real world, and also to share mastery over it. If the future is interactive, technological, scientific, then there is a desperate need to confront it in the real world with sureness and confidence. To throw up ones hands and stand back while the future unfolds is to risk losing control over any external definition of humanity. The machines are coming. We need to greet them and go onwards with them, not despite them.

“...the punctum of new high tech languages revitilizes our consciousness in much the same way that great art has always revitalised it’s audiences, and in this respect allows us to rediscover  the register of “the classics” albeit from a distinctively contemporary point of view.” (Zurbrugg, Critical Vices, 2000).

	My work uses sound, text, electronics, robotics, lasers, machinery, and a number of other media to encourage a discourse between the object and the viewer about the nature of technology itself. What is it? Can we communicate with it? At the moment we look at modern technologies very much as we look at the other. We use it as a reference for self understanding and self development. We play around with it: use it as a way of redefining ourselves. But one day we will become ‘it’ and for the binding of brain and binary, flesh and material, to truly merge, to successfully become post-human, post-machine, we need to negotiate our needs and understand our limitations. For me, Art is the only medium that allows this process of discovery.
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
