Artist Statement
I remember the words that my grandmother was always saying when she would sаw me how I hold the pencil and how I traced the first line on a paper: “You will be an artist”. When I was young I was spending all my free time on drawing. The excitement of drawing that I felt then, I still feel it and it is becoming stronger and stronger. During my school days I liked to show my art works to my friends from school and to share them.  I still share my works with people around me and I like to hear what they think about my paintings and drawings. 
My inspiration doesn’t ask me when to come. I get it in anytime, everywhere, when I walk, when I talk to somebody, when I teach children, when I sleep, when I drink coffee, when I meet new people, when I see the same places and the same things and think over and over again,  every time I look them in a different way…….. The inspiration comes like a flash. I memorize it and I transform it in an art piece as fast as it comes. Using a storm of emotions during the creative process I show my way of giving energy to the art works. 

I usually use acrylic colors mixed with natural materials, paper and cardboard. I like to experiment with different kinds of materials and surfaces. The line in this period is the most important in my works. It is usually black composite with other colors on white background, but the line is always dominated. The line gives life and more emotion.
