“A major change has taken place at dance clubs worldwide: the advent of the VJ. Once the term referred to the 
video jockey who introduced music videos on MTV, but now it defines an artist who creates and mixes video, live and 
synced to music, in clubs or at concerts. “ (D-Fuse, 2006)

VJ LUMA (a.k.a. Astrid Steiner) is one of the pioneers of  VJ culture in Austria.  As one part of the 
VJ Duo luma.launisch Astrid Steiner has played in some of the major VJ events as well as some of the 
best known clubs in Austria and Germany.  Astrid Steiner also enlightens the screens of classical music halls 
and opera houses where her videos are much more than background stage design. Her aim is to tell stories 
rather than showing affirmative decoration on the screen.  This brought her the attention of the art scene 
and invitations to create video installations for the Vienna Biennale 2006 and for the Soundframe 2008 
exhibtion in the Künstlerhaus Wien.
