In his work Stanford doesn’t separate clay soil; plastic and aluminium. Stanford studied fine art at high school from standard six to standard ten. He’s one of the founders of Tingwazi Art amalgamation, a community art project where he worked as a sculptor.  Most of Stanford artworks are all about history, politics or religion related artwork.  Stanford artwork massage is that there’s nothing impossible unless you make it impossible and that all people are grand children of a one mother or father; they were born before the sea was formed  therefore  they must respect one another and stop killing other people.
